difference He has made in your life.” Describe a time(s) when you have shared who 

Jesus is. 

 

5. “If you want confidence for that (witnessing), ask for the Holy Spirit.” Describe a time(s) 

when you asked for the Holy Spirit to help you share about Christ.
