The Rt. Rev. Michael Nazir Ali, Bishop of Rochester said, “We can’t domesticate the Holy Spirit
but the Holy Spirit is meant for and needed even more in the church (in our churches) today.
He leads God'’s people as they journey along on this pilgrimage. It is the church also that
should be led by God’s Spirit. This leading is not wild or unpredictable. Not a leading about
which we know nothing. The work of the Holy Spirit is firmly grounded in the person and work
of Christ Himself. The Holy Spirit bears witness to Jesus.”
